Strengthening the basis for SMEs

Thelnnovation Park Wuhlheide, Berlin, Germany took initiative for bringing together asistions active in innovation and
entrepreneurship support for Colloquia on “Streagthg the basis for technology based SME to fastteictural change in
Germany” At the second colloquium, held in IPWMiarch 2006, a resolution was signed by three astons: ADT, Ger-
man Federal Association of technology and Busitesgbation Centers, VIU, Association of InnovatiBnterprises, and
VITO, Association of Technology and Innovation Colting Centers. This initiative is supported by tBeckmann Institute
for Cooperation development for SME”.

The resolution warns that innovation based entsgpilievelopment needs continued attention of pofiaikers to secure fu-
ture economic development in Germany in view ofremnease of global competition. Research and devedmt investments
of German SMEs decreased by 3 per cent in 2004 alaaming signal — and also the research portictnénbudget of the
new German government failed to reach the levehafe per cent of GNP. The basis for innovation lamowledge based
entrepreneurship is at danger. The resolution dppeaincreasing political attention to start-uptrepreneurship and SMEs,
for simplifying the administrative procedures, ancreasing supporting initiatives.
